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Exercise 1.3.A: 

Discuss the following domain: The cafeteria of the Department for Informatics

1. Get someone to list all of the things that exist in this domain (or restrict to a subdomain). 

2. Try to think of ten things that they missed. Make descriptions of these as different from each other as possible.

3. Try to find a thing that can’t be described using natural language.

4. Write down all things in the domain which are involved in your actions to eat in the cafeteria. Describe these things as detailed as necessary.

Exercise 1.3.B: 

Discuss the following statements (based on exercise 1.3.A): 

1. What exists in a domain is a property of the observer.

2. You need general constructors to describe individuals, rather than expecting each individual to have a separate name.

3. What individuals “exist” is a property of the task as well as the world. 

4. To describe the individuals in a domain, you need what is essentially a dictionary of a huge number of words and ways to combine them to describe individuals. This should be able to be done independently of any particular domain.
